6. Grab all loose sidewall
fabric and push down into the
center of the partially closed
frame. Push unit together until
fully closed. Be careful not to
pinch fingers.

7. Turn unit upside down so
that the legs face skyward. Fit
shoulder back pack over unit
and turn back over. Cinch
drawstring closed.

5. Grasp top of diamond
through the window and
slightly lift up. Shake shelter
slightly, pulling hands apart
until unit is 3/4 closed. Leave
frame partially open to place
sidewall material in the center
of frame for E-Z storage.
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HOW TO SET UP

WHAT’S IN THE BOX
Please read each step before you attempt to set up.
Save these instructions for future reference.

• 1 - 5' x 5' Instant Blind™ Frame
• 1 - Instant Blind™ Top
• 1 - 4-Sided Wrap-Around Sidewall
• 1 - Carry Bag / Back Pack
• 2 - Stake Kits

2. Grasp the top and bottom
of diamond-shaped area of
trusses. Slightly lift shelter up
and push hands together while
stepping backwards until shel-
ter is fully opened. Be careful
not to pinch fingers or pull
backwards too hard as trusses
will bend.

3. Engage auto slider at each
corner by pushing up on slider
with one hand while pushing
down on top of leg with other
hand. Snap button will engage in
hole. Repeat step on remaining
legs.

4. Lift outer legs and pull out
inner legs until snap button
locks. Repeat on remaining legs.

1. Place your E-Z UP®

frame in the center of area to
be sheltered. Grasp two outer
legs, slightly lift off ground
and step backwards, stopping
at full arms’ length.

Important: Top, sidewalls and frame are shipped unattached
to avoid damage. A first time set up requires that the top and
sidewalls be attached to the frame. This first time set up takes
longer than future set ups. Once top and sidewalls are attached
to frame, set up and take down are easily accomplished within
seconds.

*8. Unfold the top and attach
the top to the frame by matching
Velcro® strips on the top with the
Velcro® strips located on the
outer leg caps. Use stakes to
secure in windy conditions.

9. From inside of the
E-Z UP® unit, attach window
flaps by simply hooking J hook
behind outside truss at truss
intersection points. Repeat on
remaining window flaps.

5. Enter the E-Z UP® and
remove flex rod from retaining
clips. Place rods firmly in outer
leg caps. Connect rods to the
center hub.

*7. Attach middle Velcro®

strap over middle truss by
wrapping Velcro® strap around
trusses and firmly press Velcro®

together. Repeat steps all the
way around the E-Z UP®

Instant Blind™ until the two zip-
pered ends meet. Connect the
ends of the four-paneled side-
wall by partially zipping the
sidewall. Zip about 3" so that
that zipper can be completed
from the inside.

*6. To attach sidewall, make
sure that the sidewall is
unzipped and that the Velcro®

straps are toward the top of the
Instant Blind™. From outside the
shelter, attach sidewall to corner
of outer leg cap by wrapping
Velcro® strap around the flex
rod and outer leg cap and press
Velcro® firmly together. Make
sure that top of sidewall seam
rests just below corner Velcro®

on outer leg cap.

1. From inside of the
E-Z UP ® Instant Blind™, open
window flaps by unhooking the
J hooks from trusses. Let win-
dow flaps hang freely inside.
Repeat on remaining windows.

2. Disconnect rods from the
center hub, fold and clip rods
to the retaining clips.

3. Unzip corner sidewall to
exit unit. From outside of the
unit, lower legs by telescoping
inner legs into outer legs.

HOW TO TAKE DOWN

4. Release auto slider at
each corner by first lifting hem
of top and reaching inside of
E-Z UP®. With one hand push
up on truss near slider, depress
snap button. Note: It is much
easier to depress snap button
when the shelter weight has been
removed from the snap button.

*Note: Once top is permanently attached only perform steps 1-5 and 9.
